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Excellent game for the price! It's a fun simple space adventure with a relatively entertaining story behind it.

My only issue was with how slow flying across the galaxy became towards the end. It was rather tedious that none of the higher
level ships were very fast and the quests tended to send you back and forth across the whole system.. Ahhh More Gold. I
remember this game. I played it so much. I cant remember if i ever finished it, but sure it brings back memories. Recomended.

Steam cards, all you need :P. This game makes me wish Steam
had a neutral rating. It's not bad, but it's not really good either. The screen is often too cluttered with explosions and various
other moving parts, making it easy to lose track of your stuntman. Check out the original game first. It's the better of the two. If
you like that one enough, then I suppose you'd probably get some enjoyment out of this one as well.. simple controls simple
mechanics and it feels really good.. Purchased during the Steam Summer Sale. The game is an MMO and is fairly inexpensive
considering how finished and large the game is, so I dont have any issue purchasing some of these asthetic upgrades. Just know
that if you purchase any DLCs on Steam, you will need to snag the DLC key and input it into your Frontier account manually. I
saw some previous purchasors were upset because the DLC didnt load into their account, but you just need to take 5 seconds
and make this extra step.
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This game is what I would describe as a wonderful, cheap time-waster. Those Saturday mornings when you can't be bothered to
involve yourself in intense 5v5 matches on games like CSGO. This is the perfect little game. Wonderful idea, executed
wonderfully and the 80s-90s feel is just a bonus on my behalf. Thank you devs for making this game.. A game that came out
before it's time.

On release day, 8800s in SLI couldn't even handle the game which were 550$ graphics cards at the time.
The game was a benchmark for years after and can even struggle to run on modern hardware at times at Ultra graphics.

The gameplay is fun and the cloaking makes it even better. The graphics are still good for today's standards and was unreal on
release day 10 years ago in 2007. The camapaign is ok but it's more like a tech demo than anything else. I was sad to see the
game go linear when it hit the consoles and I didn't play those. Crysis Warhead was short but the same game basically as this
one.

It's a fun game to playthrough if you haven't for 5$ and the mods are really great for the game. I remember buying a LeadTek
8800GTS 320mb card($300) to play this game in 07 and it struggled tremendously. Worth a buy.. Seriousy I need a manual with
this game, the tutorials are too sparse and don't give enough information on how it all interacts. As someone mentioned, I see
that this game has a STEEP learning curve, it MAY be a good game but I don't have HOURS to spend learning a game system
that neither steam or the developer bothered to provide competent instruction on.. Why does this game only gave 6 reviews?!

You need to be a Master in Execution and Timing (good reactions later aswell).

I recommend you buy and play the prequel of this game first and see if it is somethign for you before you attempt to slay this
monster.

I played and finished the normal levels of the prequel 100% (aswell as many of the special levels, but this game still rocks my
sock from the first level on. Sure it's been a while, but still.

In this game there is absolutely NOTHING that is not in the realm of your controls, nothing that could not be handled by your
skill. It is a poor test of your abilities.

While this game might look like an insurmountable challenge from the pictures and videos, it really isn\u2019t. It\u2019s fun
but eventually wears on you as all you really have to do to pass any level is just run and time your jumps accordingly. There is
really no challenge to be had other than memorizing a particular levels jump patterns. As for the randomly generated levels,
unlike a game like Rogue Legacy, the randomization hurts the overall experience. If it were designed with a more careful hand
the game would have been much better as each level could have presented something unique. As you advance further you will
continually see the same type of level over and over again. I would recommend only for the hardcore platformer crowd and even
then I would say wait for the inevitable sale price.
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
